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4. New project applications for co-financing with Wild Geese
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PROJECTS THAT MAKE A DIFFERENCE




4.1. New village school with playground in Omulu
In September SSCR received a request from the village of Omulu to help financing a new village school. In the meantime SSCR has made a co-financing application to Wild Geese and we hope to receive a positive response shortly. The villagers will contribute in cash or workmanship to this project and provide the ground free of charge. In case of a positive decision Wild Geese will pay a premium of 50% over all donations received by SSCR. In case you want to support this project your Payment reference is: Omulu
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4.2. Solar panels for the Don Bosco Hotel School (DBHS)

DBHS asked SSCR to assist in financing the costs for an additional 240 kW solar installation in 2016. Goal of this project is to make DBHS independent from the fossil generated electricity of the public net so that DBHS only will work with green energy end of 2016. This will lead to a saving of 6.269 tons of CO emission in the coming 20 years as well to a cost saving of USD 55.000 yearly! SSCR assisted making a request for a 49% subsidy at EEP-Meekong and for the balance of 51% SSCR requested co-financing from Wild Geese for all donations received by SSCR. 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5. Wild Geese does co-finance the following projects:
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5.1. School uniforms for 800 orphans      
In Cambodja all school children have to wear uniforms so that there is no difference to be seen between poor and more favourable children. SSCR has been asked by Spie-en to finance for 800 poor orphans such school uniforms twice a year. Wild Geese has agreed to co-finance this project. One uniform set costs USD 8 as an average. In case you want to support this project please give as payment reference: school uniforms
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5.2. bicycles for 100 orphans 

SSCR has been asked by Spie-en to finance 100 bicycles for poor orphans who live more than 3 km from school. SSCR will try to finance these 100 bicycles to make it more easy for the children to reach their schools. Wild Geese has agreed to co-finance this project. One bicycle will cost USD 45. Please mention as payment reference: bicycles for orphans   
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5.3. Materials for 20 canteen tables and 8.400 school uniforms
The Don Bosco Children Fund (DBFC) has asked SSCR to finance the costs for making 20 canteen tables and 8.400 school uniforms for the 4.200 children supported by DBFC. Wild Geese agreed to pay a 50% premium to all donations received by SSCR for this project. Students from the Don Bosco Technical School in Salabalath will make the 20 tables for the two Don Bosco Vithalaya Schools in Andaung Chenh. And students from the Don Bosco Technical School in Phnom Penh will make the school uniforms during their sewing lessons as an on the job training. 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5.4.  Girls Home for students of “Home Care” department  
In April 2015 Wild Geese accepted to co-finance a project for building a girls home for the students of the department “Home Care” of the Don Bosco Hotel School. These 30 girls follow a 2 year practical on the job training to learn the necessary skills in a bed & breakfast, guesthouse or private home. SSCR needs to collect 2/3 of the project costs and Wild Geese will add a premium of 50% to all donations received by SSCR.

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5.5. New village school in Thmor Reap 

End of August the new village school in Thmor Reap was festively opened. The costs were USD 56.635 of which USD 15.035 was covered by the local community for labor costs. SSCR donated 2/3 of the costs for building material and Wild Geese contributed 1/3 as a premium to all donations received by SSCR. We want to thank the Cambodian NGO Spie-en for their good work with the many talks to the community and their planning and controlling the building process. SSCR also thanks all donors and the co-financing organization Wild Geese for their financial contributions! 
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5.6. Extension of the school farm for the Don Bosco Technical School (DBTS) in Sihanoukville and a bicycle shed for the Don Bosco Vithalaya Schools in Andaung Chenh, Battambang                                                                                                                               
In August the extension of the school farm van DBTS was successfully completed and also the construction of a new bicycle shed at the two Don Bosco Vithalaya schools in Andaung Chenh. Wild Geese paid a premium of 55% over all donations received by SSCR. Thanks to Wild Geese and all donors for their financial support to these two projects! 
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5.7. Bicycles for children living far away from school 

Just in time before the Cambodian New Year in mid April SSCR could arrange the delivery of 115 bicycles for girls and 104 for boys plus 12 bicycles for students. Don Bosco Children Fund (DBCF) selected the eligible 219 children and 12 students and distributed the bicycles during their monthly control visits and goods distribution to the supported children and students.                                                                     One of the SSCR donors had taken up the challenge of a 60 km bicycle tour race at the Amstel Gold Race on 18th April 2015. She asked friends to support her challenge by donating to this bicycle project. Another donor asked the guests of their 40 year Anniversary to donate to this project.
